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*NB: Our Place knowledge strand involves understanding similarities and differences between places and therefore doesn’t have its own
associated vocabulary, rather pupils’ understanding of ‘place’ will involve an awareness of much of the vocabulary used in other strands.

We have separated human and physical geography to make progression clearer, however it is important to be aware that the human and
physical are interconnected and some terms could arguably be described as human and physical geography terms. The National curriculum
groups ‘weather and seasons’ under physical geography, and so this is where we have also placed terms related to weather. seasons and
climate.

Words used in EYFS: Reception units may be duplicated in later year groups. This is because our Reception units are designed to be taught

using a ‘pick and mix’ approach and schools may not use all of the activities and also because it gives pupils an opportunity to revisit and
embed key vocabulary.
